3. Manuscript and DVD of sacred communication (i.e. sermon, homily, rabbinical teaching, meditation).

4. Undergraduate and Graduate degree transcripts. (Do not have to be official)  
5. APFT (or service equivalent) for those currently serving in the military.

6. Service documents (OERs, NCOERs, DD 214s, awards) for those in the service or who have prior service.  

7. Signed multi-paragraph letter for the chaplaincy.  (Go to txarng.com Chaplain Page).  

8. Certifications, Licensures or special skills (i.e. CPE, MFT, foreign languages).

Make sure you send a complete packet of applicable documents to the State Chaplain prior to the scheduled interview date. Also, bring a copy of the packet with you for the interview.
