I am CH (1LT) Hilario Marte Sanchez, JAG Recruiter for the State of Texas and I serve to provide you information as well as to help you with the processing needs to join the Guard. I will be more than happy to discuss some of the benefits of joining the Guard as well as what requirement will be necessary to procure a future with us. You will find a checklist attached to this e-mail stating all items needed to complete the process. The main items are the security clearance and the medical examination (these will be the most time consuming items). There are a few questions that I would like to ask you prior to proceeding forward so I may assist you in the best manner. Please answer the following:

1. How long have you been serving as an attorney? Please provide a resume.

2. Do you have any prior military service or are you currently serving in the military? 

a. If you have served in the military please state your component, years of service and branch.

b. Were you ever twice non-selected for promotion?

3. What is your age, height and weight (You are required to meet Army height and weight standards in order to join the Service)? Do you have any physical limitations or take any medications (please state)?

4. Do you have any civil convictions or financial concerns (past or present)?

5. What initial questions would you like to have answered?

Once you have completed our process you will become directly commissioned as a first lieutenant and your service to the Texas Army National Guard will consist of an eight year obligation with a minimum of one weekend a month and two weeks a year. Training for a JAG Officer will be approximately five months in length total (you will be allowed weekends and federal holidays off for most of the period). At the completion of your training you will become a fully qualified JAG Officer, until you have completed this training you will be on a non-deployable status. Benefits of joining the Guard include retirement points, Tri-Care (health and dental), PX and commissary benefits, military training and experience. I have listed a summary of the history of the JAG Corps below for you to read. Again thank you for contacted us and I look forward to hearing and working with you. Have an excellent day.
History of the Judge Advocate General's Corps 
The Judge Advocate General's Corps is a single organization made up of lawyers, legal administrators and specialists, and court reporters. The Corps' members are commissioned and warrant officers, enlisted soldiers and civilians, and are members of the Active Component, Army Reserve, and National Guard. They are also members of two honorable professions: the profession of arms and the profession of law. 
Like every Army organization, the primary mission of the Corps is to support the warfighter through a variety of activities. Judge advocates assist commanders with Operational Law, Civil Law, and Military Justice. Army lawyers provide legal services to soldiers and their families, boosting morale and allowing soldiers to stay focused on their mission. Most importantly, The Judge Advocate General's Corps provides the structure and support for maintaining discipline, the foundation of an effective fighting force.
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Today, the insignia worn by all uniformed members of the Corps reflects the many components of the Corps' mission: the pen denotes the recording of testimony; the sword, the military character of the Corps' mission; and the wreath, the traditional symbol of accomplishment.
